(Dave Harris interviews Victoria R and 
B vocalist Deb Rhymer) 

DH: Deb, I wanted to ask you about the 
genesis of the Victoria Blues Society. 

DR: Well, I think lots of people in town, 
in Victoria, have been thinking about 
having a blues society for a long time. 
People have talked about it. And when I 
was on The Legendary Blues Cruise , 
last October, I attended a workshop 
with Chip Eagle, who’s the guy that has 
Blues Revue  magazine. And he talked 
a lot about The Blues Foundation  and 
about blues societies in general being a 
real infrastructure for the blues commu-
nity and for people coming to town and 

what have you. And I’d often thought 
about The Hornby Island Blues Soci-
ety, this small little community, yet it 
has these wonderful events and oppor-
tunities. So I thought here we have this 
large blues community and no infra-
structure at all. So when I was on the 
cruise, someone told me about a 
woman from Victoria, who’d been in-
volved in the Keep Music Alive Soci-
ety and it took me two days to find her 
on the cruise ship. And the second to 
last  day I found her and I said “ Wow, 
you know I really want to start a blues 
society” and she said “So do I”. 

DH: And that was Sandi?  

DR: That was Sandi Plewes. She had a 
bottle of champagne and actually Dave, 
I’ll get  her to send you the photo as we 
stand on the bow of the ship with a 

glass of champagne,  toasting the inau-
gural meeting of The Victoria Blues 
Society , though it was only two quasi-       
drunk women on the back of a boat 
(laughter). However that was the seed, 
as it were, and the start. And when we 
came back in October we wasted no 
time at all. I said to her “We’ve got to 
set a meeting and we’ll  just see who 
shows up and if it’s just you and I, that’s 
it, we’ll know, but au contraire, lots of 
people showed up and lots of interest 
and as you know, it’s grown from 
there.DH: Yeah, that’s great! 

DR: I think it’s a lovely story. 

DH: Yeah it’s a good story and I think it 
should go in the first issue, you know? 
(laughter) Okay, well thanks Deb. That 
about covers it for now. We’ll do more 
later.

Blues By Five   

(Part One of a two-part interview with John Fisher, aka “Johnny Shuffles”) 

By Dave Harris 

Dave Harris: Tell me about Blues By Five. 

John Fisher: What to tell, what to tell. You know when I wanted to learn “You Can’t Catch Me”  I went down to A&B Sound and bought, 
for an exorbitant price, what was for us the second Rolling Stones album, Rolling Stones Now. And man, when I got that album I real-
ized that we did every song on the album except for one! Our set list consisted of the first couple of Rolling Stones albums and the first 
Paul Butterfield album, the herbs, oils and spices one. Those were the songs that we did. Stuff with a lot of harmonica in it and a bit of 
slide guitar, that Norman played. I guess blues / rock. 

DH: So that was the starting point for you of playing blues. The Rolling Stones / 
Butterfield. Chuck Berry too or more from the Stones? 

JF: Oh, Chuck Berry was derived from the Stones. Yeah, although I was familiar with 
him, it was the way the Stones did Chuck Berry. 

DH: So, Muddy and things like that were a little bit later? 

JF: Pretty much simultaneously. We did Rolling Stone, jeez there’s a recording of us 
doing Rolling Stone. We did some Jimmy Reed stuff. 
DH: A 45 recording? 

JF: No, no, a tape recording. We recently had it remastered to CD.  

DH: You did that for the Royal City Music Project? 

JF: We submitted it and they’re using a sound bite behind the Blues By Five stuff. This 
is a recording that Derek Walsh made in 2 separate sessions. The first sessions have 
Britt Hagerty on drums, the second session has, um uh is sort of the peak period of Blues By Five with Richard Moore on second gui-
tar and Ron Flatman on drums.  

DH: And Norm MacPherson. 

JF: And of course me, Norm and Ed (Wright). 

DH: Was (drummer) Mark Johnson ever in that group? 

JF: No. No, he’d still be in grade school (chuckles). No I met up with Mark Johnson in 1975. Yeah, the two Marks. 

DH: Mark Comerford being the other. 

JF: Yeah. And that was the John De Conqueroo band, 1975 through ‘77. 

DH: Okay, and who was in John De Conqueroo? 

JF: Mark Johnson, Mark Comerford, Ed (Wright) in the beginning, and me on bass. Briefly Randy Binder passed through the band as 
a guitar player. He was a friend of Derek Walsh. 

DH: And Derek Walsh was around in those days? Playing harp? 

JF: Oh yeah! You know, Derek passed through the remnants of Blues By Five in 1967 / 68. He had been playing harp through high 
school, you know he’s my age and he had been in jug bands in the sort of 66 / 67 period, again with Ron Flatman and some other 
folks. So when I came back to Victoria in 1972, Derek was in a blues band called Harry The Gnat with Chris Butterfield. He’s in the 
music department at UVic. He was the keyboard player. He also played a little slide guitar. Bob Jirik who became a doctor and moved 
to Vancouver was the guitar player but previous to him a guy named Ron Martin. 

DH: So getting back, Blues By Five was formed in what year?

JF: 1965. 

DH: So you really were right in there with the original Rolling Stones and Butterfield, the first Butterfield album came out 
in 1965, didn’t it? 

JF: Yeah. Yeah. And we listened to early John Hammond. That Big City Blues album 
and So Many Roads, those electric John Hammond albums. Yeah, they were influen-
tial too. 

DH: And so playing slide guitar, you got into that through the Rolling Stones as well? 

JF: No. I didn’t play guitar at all in those days. 

DH: No, but I mean maybe was that the original influence?JF: Well, you know what 
really turned me on to slide guitar was with Mark and Mark in John De Conqueroo in 
1975, we all discovered Hound Dog Taylor, that was what really turned me on to slide. 

I started out life as a bass player. Yeah, I had dabbled in guitar as a kid but uh, I had a 
washtub bass in a jug band before Blues By Five was formed. We had a jug band 
called New Stranger Blues Band. I played washtub bass, Norm played acoustic guitar, Ed sang and played acoustic gui-
tar. He could just pour it on. 

DH: Definitely a great showman! I remember him doing a show at the OAP hall, they used have multi-band things there 
in the late 70’s / early 80’s. I was involved in a few of them as were you with Off The Wall. Mike Foort was playing guitar 
with Ed, they did sort of a soul revue and Ed was just a live wire, full showman, jumping around, belting out the vocals 
and… 

JF: Well that was what he was like in Blues By Five in 1965. You know, he took a tip from James Brown and he took a 
tip from Mick Jagger too, you know he’d get down on the floor with the microphone and uh, we were a band that was 
extending songs when everybody else was doing sort of radio, two minute and fifty two second versions of songs, we 
were extending songs to seven, eight, ten minutes. And Ed was part of that, prolonged versions of Pain In My Heart. We 
had this rave-up version of that song on that What’s Shakin’ album, I Can’t Keep From Crying Sometimes. Ed did a great 
rave-up version of that.

Ed Wright Recalls  
(Dave Harris interviews another Godfather of the Victoria Blues Scene…)  

Dave Harris: Ed, I realize we’re a little tight for time here.  Could I just ask who your major influ-
ences were? 

Ed Wright: Well I think my major influence was Sonny Terry & Brownie McGhee, who I spent some 
time with in the 60’s, when they were playing at a coffee house in Victoria, John York’s Music Hall. 
And, they had two weeks where they didn’t have anything to do, so they decided to stay in Victoria 
and enjoy the tourists and everything and uh, I got to learn a few things from Sonny, but not much. I 
mostly learned by watching him play. I got a couple of his licks (chuckles) I stole a few of his licks 
but anyway they’re pretty common blues licks. 

DH: What year was that roughly? 

EW: 1966. 

DH: And Blues By Five was already happening? 

EW: Yeah.    (conclusion of Ed’s interview on page 7) 



Homesick James Hender-
son 1914-2006  
  
Singer, guitarist Homesick 
James died at home in his 
apartment 
on December 13, 2006 in 
Springfield, MO. He had 
been very ill and hospital-

ized several times in the past 3 months. His funeral 
and burial was in the Covington Tennessee on De-
cember 23. 
  
John William Henderson was born on May 3, 1914 in 
Somerville, 
Fayette County, TN., and first recorded for Chance 
Records 
in 1952 and 1953 as James Williamson, sometimes 
with 
Johnny Shines (1915-1992) and Snooky Pryor (1921
-2006). 

 
Persistent rumors of his having made records prior to 
1952 have been unsubstantiated. After a few singles 
(for Atomic, Colt and USA Records), in 1964 he re-
corded his first album, "Blues On The South 

Sides" (Prestige Records) produced by Samuel B. 
Charters.  His other albums were on Appaloosa, Big 
Bear, Black & Blue, BluesWay, Caroline, Earwig, Fe-
dora, Icehouse, Priority, Wolf, and Trix Records. He 
also was include in the Vanguard Records series 
"Chicago/The Blues/Today!" (1966) also produced by 
Sam B. Charters. He also accompanied Elmore 
James (Chess, Chief, Fire, Vee-Jay, Fire Records) 
and Roosevelt Sykes (Delmark Records). 

 
Other 2007 deaths include :  
 
Tenor saxophonist Joe Stanley  died on January 7, 
2007 in Glenn Dale, MD., and was born Melvin Jo-
seph Stanley, December 1, 1935 in Washington, 
DC. He last recorded with Big Joe & The Dyna-
flows (Severn Records).  
 
Record producer, photographer Esmond Edwards  
died on January 20, 2007 in Santa Barbara, CA., 
and was born on October 29, 1927 in Nassau, Ba-
hamas. He worked for ABC-Paramount, Prestige, 
Chess, Verve, Impulse and other records labels. 
 
 Drummer, singer Napolean "Chico" Chism  died 
January 28, 2007 in Phoenix, AR., and was born 
on May 23, 1927 near Shreveport, LA.

Dave Harris: I’ve got you cornered in the back of Swans here and I just wanted to ask you about some 
of your roots and how you got started playing blues.  

John Hunter: I got started in blues way back in 1972 and I got turned on by my good friend, Dr. Boogie 
up in Edmonton and another guy named Greg Kennedy, who lives in Victoria these days actually, a 
bass player. Anyway, those guys turned me on to it. And I ended up going to the 1973 Ann Arbor Jazz 
and Blues Festival  with Greg and his wife, Rosie (at that time). And we had a marvelous time and 
caught a whole bunch of acts – Basie, Ray Charles, Jimmy Reed, uh tons and tons of acts – Hound 
Dog Taylor, they were marvelous magical days! And we stayed for a couple of weeks in Chicago with 
Homesick James.  

DH: In 1973? 

JH: Yeah, the same trip. August ’73. 

DH: Yeah, and I hate to drop a bomb on you, but Homesick  

 just passed, eh? 

JH: No? (pained) 

DH: Yeah, December 13. 

JH: Dec. 13, wow. A lot of guys just passed in December.  

Robert Lockwood Jr. I think he was November. Jay McShann from Kansas City, you know?  

DH: Umhmm. Ruth Brown… 

JH: Ruth Brown, Dutch Mason… 

DH: Henry Townsend… Dutch Mason passed? 

JH: Yeah.

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DH: Oh, I didn’t hear that, Henry Townsend too, another old timer. 

JH: Yeah Dutch is gone, John… oh, from Calgary… harmonica player? 

DH: Back Alley John? 

JH: Back Alley John. And there was another guy, Jimmy Payne from Calgary passed away. Great blues 
drummer, he was, played with King Curtis. 

DH: House of Payne, right? 

JH: Umhmm. But anyway, that’s sad news about Homesick James, I’m really saddened to hear that. But 
anyway, we had a marvelous time through Homesick, we jammed a lot and I’d go down and buy him 
Schlitz and a little fifth of CC every morning and he’d have a few sips… 

DH: You stayed with him…? 

JH: Yeah, yeah! He slept on the floor, him and Luella, and I slept on the couch and Greg and  Rosie had 
his room, I’m serious, this guy gave us the house, you know, his flat man, just gave his heart out!  And 
all these guys coming out jamming – Floyd Jones, Carey Bell, Snooky Pryor and oh, a whole bunch of 
guys. 

DH: Kansas City Red? 

JH: No, I know who Kansas City is but I didn’t see him. Honey Boy Edwards. He was around at that 
time. 

DH: Sure, they did that Earwig album around that time, Old Friends . 

JH: Yeah, yeah! That’s a great photo on that album, just a beautiful photo, I’ve got that album, by the 
way. I bought it for that photo, album’s not bad either. Anyway, that’s how I got my start.  Back in ’73. 

DH: Did you get to sit in with those guys at the time? 

JH: Yeah! We were playing inside their living room in the afternoons and then they’d play these little 
jukejoints down on the corner and we’d sit in for a few songs, you know. It was great!

DH: You were already playing harmonica at that time? 

EW: I was just beginning. I played a very poor harmonica but I played nevertheless and I kept playing until I 
got decent. 

DH: John Fisher was saying that a lot of the repertoire in Blues By Five came from early Rolling Stones 
and the Butterfield Blues Band. 

EW: Yeah! We loved that stuff and Norm could play it so well! Norm was really hot! 

DH: Who else were your major influences? 

EW: I would say James Cotton and Paul Butterfield. Butterfield the most, and Mick Jagger, of course. 

DH:  Thanks a lot, Ed.  Hope to talk to you some more soon.   



The Victoria Blues Scene- An Overview   
By Dave Harris 
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         (As I was saying to Steve McDougall earlier today, it is really great to see this blues society finally get-
ting off the ground. In the early 90’s I was a part of an attempt to create a newsletter about blues and the local 
scene, and along with drummer Gary Thompson and his wife Tracy we even managed to get out one small 
issue. At that time there was very little chemistry in the local scene, and many cliques and different factions. 
Guess it was just not the right time, but today it finally feels right to try again. A lot of the credit (and thanks) 
are certainly due to Deb Rhymer and Sandi Plewes, who hatched the idea of a Victoria Blues Society while 
on a recent blues cruise and followed through on it upon returning.) 

              Blues in Victoria to my knowledge starts with John Fisher, Ed Wright and their group, Blues By Five 
(see accompanying piece). There may have been people who played some blues in the jazz scene prior to 
Blues By Five but they aren’t well known to anyone I’ve talked with. We would love information on the pre-
60’s music scene in Victoria (blues / R&B related) if anyone has any. Both John and Ed are still involved in 
the local scene-- John with his partner, Sharon Wadsworth in Victoria’s long standing blues band, Elmore’s 
Bar & Grill and Ed less actively, but still occasionally. This piece however, is about the current scene so I 
won’t try to mention everyone from yesteryear. 

Some of the main performing musicians / groups in Victoria today are: 

Bill Johnson Band – certainly the subject of many a future story, Bill leads an 
excellent four-piece westcoast blues oriented group. He has a long history 
in a variety of Victoria bands. Current lineup: Bill – guitar, vocals & harp, 
Rick Erickson – bass, John Hunter – drums & Brendan Hedley – key-
boards. Bill has 2 or 3 CDs available, including an acoustic solo disc. He is 
a nominee for best guitarist in the Toronto Blues Society’s Maple Blues 

Awards. Plays every Wednesday at Swan’s Pub. 

Gary Preston Band – Gary (piano, harp & vocals), a graduate of the great Winnipeg blues 
scene leads his duo, trio or quartet which includes Anita Bonkowski on bass or drums and 
features a wide range of blues / R&B styles from Chicago to New Orleans. CDs available. 
Plays regularly at Swans, Bartholomews. 

Auntie Kate & The Uncles of Funk – Kate leads a fine funky four piece, spending much 
time touring the prairies / BC until recently. Kate is Victoria’s answer to Koko Taylor, with a big 
throaty vocal style. Her band includes longtime guitarist / singer Tom Bowler, Doug Saunders – 
bass and Laurie Rugg - drums. CDs available. 

Elmore’s Bar & Grill – already mentioned – John, Sharon, longtime Victoria drummer Ken Preston 
and harp player / erstwhile blues promoter, Jack Hicklin. Elmore’s have a weekly showcase at 
the new Fernwood Inn, every Thursday (with guests). 

Deb Rhymer Band – Deb has been singing blues & R&B around Victoria a long time now and leads 
her popular quartet – Alex Rolland – guitar, Dan Fehr – bass and Malcolm Cooley. They host 
the Saturday blues jam at The Days Inn on Gorge Road and have a recent CD available. 

Slim & The Dusters – that’s me! Dave Harris – guitar, harp, fiddle & vocals with Clark Brendon – 
bass & vocals and Bob Grant – drums, trumpet & vocals (when he’s here) or various drummers. 
Variety of blues styles including prewar. CDs available. Bob has toured with Mark Hummel / Sue 
Foley and played with Gary Primich, Jumping Johnny Sansone and more!

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Uncle Wiggly’s Hot Shoes Blues Band – an occasional reunion keeps this once very popular 
Blues Brothers styled revue alive. It features several longtimers from the blues scene – 
Mark Comerford – guitar, Norm Piercy – bass, Mark Johnson – drums, Brent Hutchinson 
and Dave Rouse – saxes and is lead by Hank Leonhardt – vocals. 

Summer & The Sinners – modern blues / rock by singer, Summer with 
“Buddy Love” – guitar, Dan Fehr – bass, Brendan Hedley – keyboards 
and various drummers. CDs available. 

The Voyce – Joyce (The Voyce) Allenson (formerly of Soul Station) leads 
this power blues / R&B / rock outfit featuring longtime local blues / rock guitarist Phil Ros-
ner. 

Hot In The Shade – Don Peterson has lead this hard rockin’ power trio for many years, also 
featuring Gavin Dixon on bass and vocals. 

Out Of The Blue – Detroit singer Sheldon McCurdy leads this R&B / rock outfit which also in-
cludes Brent Hutchinson – sax, Norm Piercy – bass, Jim Montgomery – guitar and Tyler 
Piercy – drums (Norm’s son). 

The Flying Saucers – a jazz oriented quartet (with some blues) lead by (ex Big Band Trio) 
singer / guitarist Clark Brendon and featuring the superb sax and clarinet of Al Pease. Top 
flight jazz rhythm team, Joey Smith – bass and Charles Gates – drums round out the 
combo, who plays every Monday at Swan’s Pub. CD available. 

Randy Tucker Band – a wide-ranging musical quartet, lead by Clapton-inspired guitarist / vocal-
ist Tucker with Dave Augustine – bass, Kal Wood – keyboards and Charles Gates – drums. 
Play every Saturday afternoon at The Swiftsure Motor Inn. 

Harris Gilmore and The Magic Johnsons – R&B band lead by personality Harris on vocal and 
harp with Al Sabourin – guitar. 

Cruel Shoes Rockin’ Blues Band – Hard rockin’ outfit with Ernie Neiderer – singer / guitar, Stu 
Ruff – drums, Dave Cornock – lead guitar and Tom Leddy – bass. 

Bryden Street House Party – an emerging R&B Revue. 

Vic High R&B Band – Eric Emde drums / director, changing cast of students. 

Thor and The Thundercats – heavy blues / rock from Duncan area lead by singer / guitarist, 
Thor Kristenson with his brother “Hoss” on bass. 

Robert London and The Blues Bombers. 

I hope I haven’t missed too many people and that this will inspire some response with people I’ve missed 
(as we want to be as inclusive as possible, while maintaining some blues content!) The above is just a 
list of bands that are actively gigging.
